a. Sue Eklund, Dean of Students, et al

Royster Harper, Vice President of Student Affairs: I want you to know that we're listening and that we hear you and that we are reviewing the possibilites and that we are reviewing all possible venues, that you are all welcome to come to, introduce the team that's here and then get the direction of how you want this to go, we met with about 130 students last night, one of the things they requested last night, pretty clearly was they wanted some kind of detail about the construction around the Angell hall aud B around 7, the folks with me tonight Kelly Cunnicngham assoc. and university spokeswoman, Sue Eklund dean odf students, Mary Green public relation, )__ university events, Kate Hessler, events manager works in University events, we don't want to review what we did last night, I'm wondering if you want us to respond to questions, do an overview?

b. Kelly Cunningham: we're really llooking at everything we knew there was construction obviously, two large multi sotry buildings on east and west side of the building, we thought it would be possible to have commencement but  in late fall we had the realization we may have to look at possible venues, the entrances and the exits and what would happen if there was an emergency, wehre there were 30 exits there were now four, I can't go through the details like someone in construction can, no water for emergencies or just to drink, they're digging 80 foot holes, putting up structures, theres flammable liquids, things underground, the whol thought process and high profle security and we'll be able to go into much more detail tomorrow night, that said can we go to Chrysler, can we go to a field somewhere? The thing we were following most was can we keep families together? Having an 8 ticket average, that was our goal, our guiding principle, to keep people together, that was apparently wrong...but that's what we were thinking

c. Michelle: not only have we heard with what you've said, and about this position, this is certainly the frame of mind, we have had years and years of historical data, that spring class, the summer term, there are anywhere of 5,000 students that can come, on average we get about 3,500 students, and on average get 8 tickets, again that varies, but those are the numbers that we use, students that have expectations, airline tickets purchased, trying to keep family and friends together, we're hearing we really want to be with our friends too, many engineering would want to sit with LSA meetings.
